Your child’s 
timetable will identify when these lessons take place so that stud earrings can be removed. Members of staff are not 

permitted to remove earrings. If your child wears stud earrings into school they should be able to remove these or 
parents are requested to tape their ears before school.  

 
 

Further Uniform Guidance  
  

• Items which are not on the specified Items list may be obtained from any retailer. They must be plain 

and have no visible logos or trim.  

• Ties must always be worn properly with top buttons fastened and shirts and blouses must be tucked 

in at the waist.   

• All school uniform and Sports kit MUST be named. Children can become upset as a result of lost 

clothing, please help us by naming everything.  

• Clothing must be clean, neat, tidy and be worn modestly.     

• Children’s hair must be a natural colour and should be worn in an appropriate style that doesn’t 

interfere with any type of school activity. Hair shoulder length or longer should be tied back with blue 

hair accessories so that it is off the face.  

• Jewellery; wristwatch, 1 plain pair of stud earrings only. Children are required to remove any items 

during PE, Dance or Games lessons to prevent them from causing injury. Please note: members of 

staff are not permitted to remove earrings.   

• Make up and nail varnish is not to be worn to school.  

• Pupils are not required to provide a pencil case, stationary or equipment, unless specific items are 

requested by the class teacher.   

• All pupils must follow the reasonable requests of staff with regard to appearance.  

• If a parent/carer has difficulties for any reason with fulfilling the uniform requirements, they are 

asked to speak confidentially to the Headteacher to discuss the issues they are facing.  Parents/carers 

should be assured that we will do all we can to help.  
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Packing Guide for Boarders 
  
IT IS IMPORTANT THAT ALL ITEMS ARE CLEARLY NAMED INCLUDING SOCKS, UNDERWEAR, 
SHOES AND TRAINERS.  
  
All boarders are provided with fitted bed sheets, and we are able to provide duvet covers and pillowcases, 
however our experience tells us that children prefer their own bedding, so we recommend you supply 
duvets, duvet covers and pillowcases from home where this is possible. Mattress protectors are provided, 
mattress toppers are not, so if you would like one of these please bring it with you. The Prep School will 
have a supply of bed linen available for those who do not have their own. The Prep School can also provide 
additional pillows but it is necessary for parents/carers to supply additional pillowcases.  

 

Boarders Kit List 

A copy of this is reproduced at the end of the handbook for ease of printing. We recommend that this is 
printed off and included with your child’s packing, as this will help when they pack at the end of term to 
ensure the right amount comes home.   
 
Quantities indicated per item are a minimum and it is suggested that parents of boarders may wish to 

purchase additional high wear items. 

The quantity of clothing that each boarder has must be such that everything will comfortably fit into 

drawers and wardrobes. Please note that each boarder is provided with ample wardrobe and drawer space.  

You will want to bring all of the above items in large suitcase or trunk. There is storage in Underwood Hall 

allowing for large suitcases or trunks to be stored.

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 Electrical Items  
  
For Health and Safety reasons, all electrical goods on the premises have to be checked and approved. The 
Prep School provides fridges, microwaves, kettles, irons and TVs in the boarders’ common rooms and/or 
kitchens. Many electrical items are not permitted in dorms – please see “What not to bring”. Parents are 
asked to ensure that any electrical items are in a safe condition – the Electrical Items Disclaimer Form was 
included in the Joining forms.   The Prep School tests pupils’ electrical items once a year.  

  

What not to bring   

Pupils are not permitted to bring the following items onto the Prep School campus:  

• Fridges, toasters, sandwich or popcorn makers or any form of hot plate or cooker, 
kettles and rice boilers  

• Two pin plugs without 3 pin adaptors  

• Electric blankets  

• Irons   

• Heaters or radiators  

• 3 way multi point plug adaptors  

• Televisions  

• Home built computers  

• Any electrical equipment that is not in good condition or is being constructed or 
adapted  

• Indoor or outdoor fireworks  

• Door fitting pull /chin up bars  

• Incense burners or candles 

• Laser pens  

• Bleach or similar cleaning materials  

• Pets 
  
The following items may be allowed into Prep School subject to Head of House approval and restrictions:  

• Scooters, skateboards and roller skates - restricted area use and suitable protective 
clothing being worn (helmet, knee and elbow pads).  

• Afro combs are not allowed to be used or carried outside the boarding house, other 
than when departing from or arriving on the campus.  

  
There are a number of items (alcohol, smoking materials (including e cigarettes, matches and 
lighters), drugs, new psychoactive substances, sharp implements and weapons of any description) 
offensive media such as violent or pornographic material in any form are categorically prohibited.  Full 
details of these can be found in the Behaviour, Discipline and Rewards Policy on the Prep School’s 
website here.

Enriched Curriculum Activities 
Our school’s ECA Enriched Curriculum Activities (ECA) Programme is a central piece of our ‘Prep Life’ 
provision, similar to the College’s ‘Wymondham Life’ offer. As our school grows, we will strive to continue 
offering a wide range of opportunities and experiences for our pupils to explore and enjoy.  
  
The purpose of our ECA programme is to provide your child with the opportunity to try new things they are 
curious about or for them to follow their current passions and interests. It is an opportunity for children to 
further enrich the curriculum they experience in school. It should be a time that they look forward to and 
can’t wait to tell you about on the way home.    
  
It is vital that your child has ownership of which ECAs they would like to do. Our ECA programme is not for 
the purpose of providing after school childcare. When selecting ECAs with your child, please ensure they 
are genuinely interested in attending and avoid selecting an ECAs out of convenience. We are trying to 
make a clear distinction between our After School Wraparound Care and our ECA ‘Prep Life’ offering.   
  
It is important to remember that school days are long – learning is hard work. An ECA at the end of the day 
for some children might be a stretch too far and a 3.15pm finish may well be in their best interests.  
  
ECAs are provided by a mixture of internal staff members and external providers. Those provided by an 
external provider will be paid for activities and you will be required to pay for the ECA in advance of the 
term starting. We have a reduced offering of a small number of paid ECAs on a Tuesday as this is the evening 
when staff engage with Professional Learning.  
 
The ECAs run from 3:15pm – 4:00pm during the core part of each term. ECAs do not run for the first and 
last weeks of the Autumn, Spring & Summer Terms or on the Friday of an Exeat weekend. 
 
The Autumn Term ECA programme will start on Monday 23rd September. Details of how to book onto the 
ECA programme will be shared with you at the start of the Autumn Term.

Pupil Premium & Free School Meals 
Although your child’s meals are including in your boarding fees, if you receive one of the benefits below, 
you can apply for the Prep School to receive extra funding from the government; this extra funding is called 
Pupil Premium: 
 

• Income Support 
• income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance 
• income-related Employment and Support Allowance 
• support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 
• the guaranteed element of Pension Credit 
• Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual 

gross income of no more than £16,190) 
• Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit 
• Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less 

than £7,400 a year (after tax and not including any benefits you get) 
 

Registering could raise extra money for the Prep to fund valuable support like extra tuition, additional 
teaching staff or after school activities. This additional money is available from central government for 
every child whose parent is receiving one of the benefits listed above. 
 
To check if your child is eligible, please apply online using the link below and then using the green ‘Apply 
for free school meals’ button. All information submitted will be treated in the strictest confidence and will 
only be used for Local Authority purposes.

The welfare of all students and the ultimate success of their education depends upon a strong and mutually supportive relationship between the College, the 
student and his/her parent(s) or carer(s).  
  
This Home-School Agreement is a reminder of the respective responsibilities of all of us. It is not a legally binding document.  

 



Health Information 

  
To avoid any unnecessary risks to students, all parents/carers should inform the Prep School, via the school office, of 
any specific medical needs of the pupils e.g. allergies, asthma, migraine etc.  
  
If a boarding pupil feels unwell while at school, they should speak to their teacher if in class, or supervising member 
of staff if not in class. If they are in House and the problem is minor, matron (who is paediatric first aid trained) is likely 
to be able to deal with the problem. If the problem is more complicated or matron is concerned the pupil may be 
referred to the Wymondham College Medical Centre. If the trained paediatric first aider decides that the pupil is too 
unwell for school, they may rest on a bed in the Prep School.    
 
If a pupil is admitted overnight the parents/guardians will be informed where possible. If a pupil is likely to be off 
school for several days the parents/carer may be asked if they would like to take their children home, (e.g. when there 
is a need for isolation for 48 hours after symptoms cease).     
 
Any medication prescribed/started while not at school must be handed to the House matron. These need to be in the 
original container with the pupil’s name, the name and dose of the drug and how often it is to be given. Any non-
prescription medication, such as vitamins should also be handed in to Matron in order to keep a complete record of 
what the pupil is taking and the parental request for treatment form completed.  The Prep School makes no routine 
provision for dental treatment or eye tests for its pupils and parents are, therefore, advised to make arrangements for 
their children to be examined by a dentist/optician during the holidays.

Wymondham College Medical Centre  
  
The Medical Centre is staffed 24 hours a day during term time.  The Medical Centre team consists of five school nurses 
and three medical assistants, two of whom also cover overnight duties. On boarders’ return days the Medical Centre 
is open for return times and at the end of term one hour after the end of school. During their first term all new boarding 
pupils are invited to the Medical Centre for a new patient interview. Base recordings are taken and forwarded to 
Wymondham Medical Centre.  Appointments are made with the doctor for students with significant medical histories 
or those requiring prescriptions.  
  
All boarding pupils are registered with the school doctor – unless especially requested to stay with home GP, (e.g. for 
ongoing complex health needs). If a pupil needs to see a doctor while at home they should be seen as a temporary 
resident.  
  
If a pupil has prescribed routine medication, e.g. for asthma, hay fever or acne, a supply can be requested for at home 
as well as for the pupil. Pupils who use inhalers for asthma are advised to come to the Medical Centre before their 
inhalers run out. We hold spare inhalers for them and will use this opportunity to check their asthma.   
  
At present the school doctor or medical officer is Dr Helen Vanston from Wymondham Medical Practice, Postmill Close, 
Wymondham, Norfolk NR18 0RF. Surgeries are held at the College every Monday, Wednesday and Friday.   Monday’s 
surgery tends to be Dr Vanston, alternating with Dr Simon Findlay.  Wednesday Surgery is taken by Nurse Practitioner 
Julie Hatton or Nurse Practitioner Mary Bedford. Friday’s clinic is either a GP or a practice Nurse.   
 
The nurse, assistant or appropriate member of boarding staff will accompany the pupil as patient advocate. During 
surgery appointments, pupils under 16 will be advised that their parents/carers will be telephoned and informed of 
findings/treatments prescribed, except where the pupil is deemed to be “Gillick competent” and requests that this 
does not occur.

Privacy Notice - Data Protection Act 2018  

  
Sapientia Education Trust is the Data Controller for the purposes of the Data Protection Act, and Wymondham College 
Prep School is a school within the Sapientia Education Trust.  We collect information from you, and may receive 
information about you, from your previous school and the Learning Records Service.  We hold this personal data and 
use it to:   
  

• Support its pupils teaching and learning  
• Monitor and report on their progress  
• Provide appropriate pastoral care  
• Assess how well the school as a whole is doing.  

  
This data includes your contact details, national curriculum assessment results, attendance information, 
characteristics such as ethnic group, special educational needs and any relevant medical information.  If you are 
enrolling for post 14 qualifications, we will be provided with your unique learner number (ULN) by the Learning Records 
Service and may also obtain from them details of any learning or qualifications you have undertaken.   
  
This data may only be used or passed on for specific purposes as allowed by law.  From time to time the school is 
required to pass on some of this data to local authorities, the Department for Education (DfE), and to agencies that 
are prescribed by law.  All these are data controllers in respect of the data they receive and are subject to the same 
legal constraints in how they deal with the data.  

  
Pupils, as data subjects, have certain rights under the Data Protection Act, including a general right to be given access 
to personal data held about them by any data controller.  The presumption is that by the age of 12 a child has sufficient 
maturity to understand their rights and to make an access request themselves if they wish.  A parent would normally 
be expected to make a request on a child’s behalf if the child is younger.
